 and RSS?
The XML chicklet links to a file, called an RSS file. This RSS file is a computer readable version of the human readable version of webpages that you’re looking at. Applications can use these RSS files to let you know when new content is available at websites that carry an RSS feed.

Click Me

Clicking on the XML chicklet will cause the RSS file to be shown in your browser. However, by default, there is NO RSS reader installed with Windows XP. But don’t worry, here’s a short-cut to how you can read RSS files, using two popular services:
· My Yahoo! 
· My MSN
Sign on a new account or use your existing account with either My Yahoo! or My MSN by clicking on either of the links above. When you log in, you will see a button at the menu bar which looks like the following:
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Open the XML chicklet in your browser and copy the url address. Or copy the following: http://www.jtwgroup.com/kedou_news_quicky.xml
Click on the Add Content button and paste the XML url in the data field. Follow the instructions to refresh or search for the content you want.
